Our Township 
offers an award-winning summer swim club that boasts four pools, diving boards, slides and sporting facilities, 
all available to members at a reasonable membership fee.  

 We are very lucky to have two First Aid Squads and four Fire Departments all made up entirely of 
volunteers that are on call 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. The Marlboro Police Department is committed to 
providing the highest level of law enforcement services to our residents.
