ROADS TO REMAIN OPEN – CONSTRUCTION ADVISORY – POLICE PRESENT 
The roads will remain open and accessible during construction, although motorists are advised to use 

caution through the work zone. 
Amboy Road – Wednesday, September 19, milling and paving between Tennent and Shalom Torah 
Harbor Road – Thursday, September 19, full-depth reconstruction at Route 79 intersection.  
Texas Road – Friday, September 20, milling and paving at the Amboy Road intersection  
 
Police will be on site.  Hours of construction from 7am until approximately 5pm.   
 
**** The Department of Public Works (DPW) EMERGENCY STORM DEBRIS REMOVAL (BRUSH ONLY) is 
COMPLETE.  No further lawn debris may be curbside until the regularly scheduled collection to begin 
late October by zone as per the recycling calendar HERE.
